) Temperature Control

» Your appliance has only one control for regulating the temperature in the fresh food
and the freezer companment, The temperature control is located on the upper rigkhit
hand side of the fresh food section.

= The first time you turn the unit on set the temperature control to “8” or the high -
position.

e The range of the temperature control is from position™1” the warmest to 76" the
coldest. After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best
suites your needs. The setting of “4” should be correct for home or office appliance
use.

» To turn the appliance off, turn the temperature control to"OFF ",

NOTE:

» Turning the temperature control to"QFF" position stops the cooling cycle but
does not shut off the power to the appliance.

« |f the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off; you must wait 3 to 5 minutes
before restarting the unit. ¥ you aftternpt to restart before this time delay, the
appliance will not start.

* Water Collection Tray can be used to improve the cooling in the appliance or the
freezing compartment.

 To increase the cooling in the appliance compartment, move the collection tray
forward to the first notch in the tray rail.

> Defrosting Your Appliance

* When?For the most efficient operation and minimum energy consumption, defrost
the appliance compartment when the frost on the appliance walls is excessive or
1/4 inch thick.

* How? CAUTION
Do not use boiling water because it may damage the plastic parts. In
addition, never use a sharp or metallic instrument to remove frost as
it may damage the cooling coils and will void the warranty. We rec-
ommend using a plastic scraper.
* Ramove the food from the appliance and place it in a cooler to protect the food.
* During the defrost cycle, the ice melts into the water collection tray. The water must
be removed from the water collection tray.
» To remove the water, either remove the water collection tray and/or place a collec-
tion container under the tray.
» Dry the water collection tray and place back under the appliance compartment. —
Using Your Ice Cube Trays
* Recommended thermostat setling for ice making is between position 4 and 6.
= Fill the ice cube tray (two thirds of it ) with cold water or with any liquid suitable for
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freezing and place the tray on the bottom of the freezer to freeze properly .

* Dry the bottom of the tray, otherwise it may stick to the bottom of the freezer.
* The best method to get ice cubes out of the tray is
to hold the tray under cold tap water for a second.
* To eject the ice cubes from the irays, place over

the ice bucket and twist slightly.

> The Chiller Compartment

» This compariment is designed for production of ice cubes and short term storage (3 -4
days at most) of some commercially frozen foods.

* The temperature in this compartment does not get cold enough to freeze food safely for
long periods of time and works best when the food is already frozen.

* By design; this chiler compartment is not a true freezer, and may not keep ice cream
frozen, or freeze items,

* A colder setting may be used for these items, but other items in the refrigerator may also
be affected.

= The chiller door is susceptible to breaking due 1o excessive ice build up. This part is not
covered under your warranty. Be sure 10 defrost when the ice reaches 1/4 inch thick.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

) Cleaning Your Appliance
* Turn the temperature contral to OFF unplug the appliance, and remove the food,
shelves, and trays.
* Wash the inside with a warm water and baking soda solution. The sofution should be
about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.
¢ Wash the shelves and trays with a mild detergent solution.”
* The outside of the appliance should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.
* The condenser coils should be vacuumed when they are dusty or dirty.
¥ Maintenance of Your Appliance
& Power Failure
Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the
temperature of your appliance if you minimize the number of times the door is
opened. If the power is going 16 be off for a longer period of time. you need to
take the proper steps to protect your food.

) Vacation Time
During long absences, remove all the food; unplug your appliance, clean your ap-
pliance, and leave the door open slightly to avoid possible formation of condensation,
mold, or odors.

Moving Your Appliance

* Remove all the foed.

* Securely lape down all loose items inside your appliance.

* Tum the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.

* Tape the door shut.




* Be sure the appliance stays in the upright position during transportation.

> Energy Saving Tips

* The appliance should be located in the coclest area of the room, away from heat pro-
ducing appliances or heating ducts , and out of the direct sunlight

* Let hot foods cool to room temperature before ptacing in the appliance. Overloading the ap-
pliance forces the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or
spoil.

* Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the appli-
ance. This cuts down en frost buildup inside the appliance.

* Appliance storage bin should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paperloweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the appliance less efficient

* Organize and tabel food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many
itemns as needed at one time, and close the door as soen as possible.
