HEHE Fixing the nozzle

1 Franke kitchen foucet's have nozzles that
are secured with a stainless steel screw. To fit the
rozzle, first remove the screw from the rear of
the mixer body. Align the gap in the plastic cir-
clip with the screw hole, push nozzle in o
engage fully in the bare of the bady and refit
retaining screw - See Diagram A.
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4 Aber installation, check carefully for leaks

IF further building work is to be carried out in the
vicinity of the the mixer it should be covered 1o
prevent paint, file adhesive etc. from damaging the
surface, this is particulorly important for finishes
other than chrome.
