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2. Countertop Cutout
Make sure there are no obstructions such as cabinets, plumbing, etc. below or above the counter top. 
Countertop mount cutout opening is determined from the actual sink size or provided template. Place template 
on countertop checking to make sure the sink will line up correctly with plumbing. Depending upon the material 
used for the counter top, drill a hole on the inside of template, then cut along template using a suitable saw for 
material being used. Note: Check the countertop cutout opening by placing the sink in the opening to be 
sure it is sized correctly. The rim of the sink must be seated uniformly on the countetop and the bottom 
of the sink should be sitting on the support frame to ensure the corners of the sink seat properly. 
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Topmount Sink Installation 

1.Construct a suooort frame of 2x4"s in the base cabinet
The cradle or support should be designed to 
where the top rim of the sink sits nush with the 
height of the cabinet walls. No less than 3 Inches 
from the back of the sink to the rear cabinet wall 
should be considered when positioning the sink 
in the cabinet. this is to provide adequate room 
for the faucet. (Al

Carefully set the sink within the support frame and position in center of cabinet opening. If Countertop 
mounted ensure that the sink bottom/underside rim surface is level and flush with the countertop top surface, (when 
countertop is installed 

3. Apply Sealant - support frame and under the rim of sink

Carefully pos1t1on and install the countertop over the cabinet ensuring sink opening in countertop correctly 
aligns over the Support Frame. 
Note: Place sink back into countertop opening and check sink position over support frame 
and countertop. 

Carefully remove sink from cabinet and apply a thin layer of sealant around the top edge of support frame. 
. and around top edge of counter top opening. Place sink back into place. Wipe any sealant that 
may come out from around edge of sink.

2. Countertop Cutout (see page 3 for workstation reveal undermount)
Use the actuai sink to determine cut out size - you can iet the counter overhang the sink or reveal the rim .. 
Under mount countertop opening is determined by the sink being used. Carefully cut out the 
countertop opening, opening must be adequately finished and sealed to prevent damage from water absorption. 

Note: Physically verify dimensions of the sink being installed to use as a reference 
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Undermount Sink Installation 

1. Construct a support frame (2x4"s) in the base cabinet
The cradle or support should be designed to 
where the top rim of the sink sits nush with the 
height of the cabinet walls. No less than 3 Inches 
from the back of the sink to the rear cabinet wall 
should be considered when positioning the sink 
in the cabinet. This is to provide adequate room 
for the faucet. (Al

3. Apply sealant - base frame & top rim of sink

For Under Mount Sinks: Carefully wipe clean 
the sink apron and top rim free from all debris. 
Ensure that the surface on underside of 
countertop cutout opening is smooth and free 
of debris. Under mount installation requires a 
generous bead of sealant around the sink top 
rim where sink and countertop underside will 
make contact.
