Overhead cabinets on both sides of this unit must be a minimum of 18" above the cooking surface
or countertop. Consult the cooktop or range installation instructions given by the manufacturer
before making any cutouts.
The warranty does not consider the installation of this range hood into manufactured /
mobile homes; so this product is not intended for use in manufactured / mobile home.

VENTING REQUIREMENTS
Determine which venting method is best for your application. Ductwork can extend either through
the wall or the roof.

The length of the ductwork and the number of elbows should be kept to a minimum to provide ef-
ficient performance. The size of the ductwork should be uniform. Do not install two elbows together.
Use duct tape to seal all joints in the ductwork system. Use caulking to seal exterior wall or floor
opening around the cap.

Flexible ductwork is not recommended. Flexible ductwork creates back pressure and air turbulence
that greatly reduces performance.

Make sure there is proper clearance within the wall or floor for exhaust duct before making cutouts.
Do not cut a joist or stud unless absolutely necessary. If a joist or stud must be cut, then a support-
ing frame must be constructed.

WARNING - To Reduce The Risk Of Fire, Use Only Metal Ductwork.
CAUTION - To reduce risk of fire and to properly exhaust air, be sure to duct air outside — Do
notventexhaustairinto spaces within walls or ceilings orinto attics, crawl spaces, orgarages.

Cold Weather installations

An additional back draft damper should be installed to minimize backward cold air flow and a nonmetal-
lic thermal break should be installed to minimize conduction of outside temperatures as part of the vent
system. The damper should be on the cold air side of the thermal break. The break should be as close
as possible to where the vent system enters the heated portion of the house.

* Venting system MUST terminate outside the home.

* DO NOT terminate the ductwork in an attic or other enclosed space.

The fuse must be sized per local codes in accordance
with the electrical rating of this unit as specified on the serial/rating plate located inside the unit near
the field wiring compartment.
