HOW THIS GUIDE WILL HELP YOU

This brochure describes everything you need to know to install your new garbage disposer. If you take

your time, follow the clear descriptions and drawings, you should have no trouble making a first-rate
installation. Note: Read through the entire manual before you start installation so you can get all the
tools and materials you will need with one trip to the store.

These are the tools and
materials you will need.
&
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1. Remove drain cover from disposer and turn
on a full flow of cold water (Water should remain
on during compiete disposing cperation). Fail-
ure to turn on a fuil flow of water before turning on
the disposer can cause drain blockages.

2. Flip switch to ON position 1o start disposer.
Feed food waste intc disposer while it is

operating.

3. To avoid drain pipe blockage allow water to

flow sufficient time after grinding is completed to

be sure all waste is flushed away. Ground waste

Some
detergents are caustic: flushing will pass such
matenal into the drain line without disposer
injury.

DON'T use hot water when grinding food waste
Hawever, hot water can be drained into the
disposer between grinding pericds.

DON'T become alarmed if a brown discolora-
tion appears on the face of the grinding disc.
This is normal. ltis a surface discoloration only
and will not affect the life or performance of the
disposer.

OON'T grind extemely fibrous material like
corn hugks, artichokes. etc. to avoid possible
drain blockage.

It you should encounter an obyectionable odor

odor at imes, Ur 1t may be coming from bits of
food waste st insige the disposer, because the
unit was turned off before the grind cycle was
completed or not enough water was used. Try
this remedy, atter all remaining food waste is
disposed of inside the unit.

Heat a iarge pan of water (approximately 310 4
quarts} Tothis add one-half cup of baking soda.
Mix in thoraughly so itis completety dissolved.

9. 2. GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS FOR CORD

CONNECTED UNITS. This appliance must be
grounded. In the event of a maifunction or
breakdown, grounding provides a path of least
resistance for electric current to reduce the risk
of electric shock. ¥ this appliance is equipped
with a cord having an equipment-grounding con-
ductor and a grounding plug, the plug must be
plugged into an appropriate outiet that is
properly installed and grounded in accordance

b. GROUNDING INSTRUCYIONS FOR PER-
MANENTLY CONNECTED UNITS: This appli-
ance must be connected to a grounded, metal,
permanent wiring system; or an equipment-
grounding conductor must be run with the circuit
conductors and connected 1o the equipment-
gounding terminal or lead on the appliance.

Note: If water does not drain as readily as you
think it should, and food waste tengds to float
or take 00 long to grind. don'{ reduce water
flow 10 solve this problem. 1115 very likely that
the drain line 15 partiaily clogged and should
be cleaned with a plumber's flexible rod or
tape.

Like any precisian machine. your dispose
was built to perform a particular job. |
unusual demands are placed on it service ir
terruptions are possible. These service inte
ruptions, mantioned below. are usually nc
scrious and in most cases. can be remedie
withoul catling a service man.

To Free Jams From Foreign Objects

The accidertal entry of foreign material will
cause any disposer to jam occasionally. To free
jammed materiat. follow these steps.

1. Turn off disposer and shut off coid water

2. insert one end of your Self Service Wrench
provided with your disposer, inta the center hole
of the bottom of the disposer as shown

3. Work the Wrench back and forth untilit movas
freefy for at least one complete revolution
Remove foreign object with tongs Remove
Wrench betore restarhing disposer

4. wan 3 1o 5 minutes to allow disposer motor 10
cool and then push red reset button {see fig. 4)

Your Self Service Wrench will free virtuslly every
jsm thal may occur, due o foreign objects
entering the disposer. Very rarely, however, a
plece of metal {bebby pin, thumb tack, paper clip.
silverware, sic.) causes a jammed condition too
tight for your Wrenchette to handle. To free this
type of jam, a pry bar or tool must be used.

Follow this procedure to save the cost of a service
call to free a tight jam:

Be sure wall switch is turned off. Remove as
much food waste from the disposer as is possible
reaching with tongs Use a flashlight to
determine the direction the unit was running al
the time of the jam. A pry bar or tool should be
inserted through the siNk opeming nto the

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START BY CLEANING YOUR SINK'S DRAIN LINE. (if you have a brand new

home, you can skip this step.)
The cutting elements on your old disposer were probably worn and not grinding the waste completely.
Your drain line may be partially blocked. We recommend cleaning the line before connecting your new disposer.

You can do the job yourself with a drain auger. Remove the drain trap and, using the auger, clean out the
horizontal drain pipe that runs from the trap to the main waste pipe.

I HERE IS WHAT YOU DO IF YOU ARE REPLACING AN OLD DISPOSER.

FIRST,' TUVRN OFF ELECTRICAL POWER at the service panel (fuse box or circuit breaker box). If the
mounting is the same as your new disposer's mounting, you can use the existing mounting. Foliow
instructions A through E, Step 4, then go on to Step 10. '

Screw

Use 2 pipe wrench to dis-
connect the drain line where it
attaches to the disposer
discharge tube.

Now. use a screwdriver 10
remove ground wire Remove
the wire nuts from the power
wires. Separate the disposer
power wires from the cable
wires. Loosen the screw(s} on
the cable clamp and remove the
cable trom the disposer.

If your old disposer has a
different mounting than your
new one. follow steps F and G
Otherwise go on to Step 3.

IF YOUR OLD DISPOSER HAS
A DIFFERENT MOUNTING

It your old disposer has the
same mounting as your new
one. insert the end ot your
“wrenchette” or screwdriver
into the right side of ane of the
disposer mounting ring lugs at
the top of the disposer. Then.
turn the “wrenchette” or screw-
driver to the left (counter-
clockwise) until the lug lines up
with one of the sink mounting
assembly screws.

CAUTION: Be sure to hold the
disposer with one hand while
performing this step or it may
fall when the mounting ring (s
disconnected from the sink
mounting assembly. GO TO
INSTRUCTION D

If your old disposer has a
ditferent mounting than your
new one. uUse a piers or
adjustable wrench to remove
the nuts on the mounting ring
Then remove old disposer
(Some disposers have to be
removed by taking off a clamp
or by twisting the disposer 10
remove it from its mounting
Easy to figure out.)

Finally. remove the old sink
sleeve by pushing it up through
the sink hole

HERE IS WHAT YOU DO IF

Now, remove the large-diameter nut at the base of the strainer
by ptacing the tip of your screwdriver on the edge of the nut.

{There are usually ridges 1o hold your screwdriver.)

Next, remove the nut at the
top of the sink strainer and
remove the extension pipe

The nut should be loosened
enough that you can spin it
oft by hand.

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Remove the electrical plate from the bottom of the disposer and pull out the two
electrical wires. The ground screw is also under the plate.

Connect the wires from the
switch to the disposer wires.
In making this connection,
electrical wire nuts can be used
or wires may be securely
soldered together. Be sure {0
connect white to white and
black to black. Wrap wire
connections with etectrical
tape and put wires inside of
disposer housing. Check for
proper grounding, then re-
place the slectrical cover.

Simply attach the third green
wire to the green ground screw
on the unit.

It you don't have a ground
supply conductor, buy a length
of copper wire from your
hardware store that is no
smaller in size than the supply
wire and attach one end to the
green ground screw on the
unit,

NOTE: Be sure that this cold water
pipe is continuous METAL pipe from
the sink to the ground. Use Under-
writers Laboratories Inc. listed ground

NON-METAL pipe is used in your
home water connections or if plastic
pipe is used In your water supply pipe,
you will need a qualified electrician to
install a proper ground.

it you have a water meter in your
home, check the meter tc see ifthereis
a wire that comes across it. If there is
no wire, your cold water pipe is NOT
GROUNDED. To properly ground it,
add a #6 copper wire as shown for 200
amp service or less. Use Underwriters
Laboratories Inc., listed ground
clamps to attach wire to pipe.




PREPARING THE DISHWASHER DRAIN CONNECTION.

(If you have a dishwasher.) if you do NOT plan to connect a dishwasher drain to the disposer,

go on to step 13,

Lay the disposer on its side and insert the tip of
your screwdriver into the dishwaser drain hole
opening at an angie.

Rap the end of the screwdriver witha hammer until
the molded plug pops out. Make sure you take the

loose plug out of your disposer.

Simply cut
off as much as necessary with a
hack saw, making sure you
have a clean, straight cut.
