This refrigerator must be properly installed and located in accordance with the
Installation Instructions before it is used.

Unplug the refrigerator before cleaning and making repairs.
NOTE: Repairs must be performed by a qualified Service Professional.
Replace all parts and panels before operating.

Because of potential safety hazards under certain conditions, we strongly
recommend against the use of an extension cord. However, if you must use

an extension cord, it is absolutely necessary that it be a UL-listed (in the United
States) or a CSA certified (in Canadal), 3-wire grounding type appliance extension
cord having a grounding type plug and outlet and that the electrical rating of
the cord be 15 amperes (minimum) and 120 volts.

To prevent suffocation and entrapment hazards to children, Remove the fresh
food and freezer doors from any refrigerator before disposing of it or discontinu-
ing its use.

Do not store or use gasoline or other flammable vapors and liquids in the vicinity
of this or any other appliance.

Power to the refrigerator cannot be disconnected by any setting on the
control panel, refrigerator must be unplugged to remove power.

Do not allow children to climb, stand or hang on the door handles or the shelves
in the refrigerator. They could seriously injure themselves.

In refrigerators with automatic icemakers, avoid contact with the moving parts
of the ejector mechanism, or with the heating element that releases the cubes.
Do not place fingers or hands on the automatic icemaking mechanism while the
refrigerator is plugged in.

Do not clean glass shelves or covers with warm water when they are cold.

Glass shelves and covers may break if exposed to sudden temperature changes
or impact, such as bumping or dropping. Tempered glass is designed to shatter
into many small pieces if it breaks.

Keep fingers out of the “pinch point” areas; clearances between the doors and
between the doors and cabinet are necessarily small. Be careful closing doors
when children are in the area.

Do not touch the cold surfaces in the freezer compartment when hands are
damp or wet., skin may stick to these extremely cold surfaces.

Do not refreeze frozen foods which have thawed completely.

3-prong wall outlet. Do not use an adapter.

The refrigerator should always be plugged into its own individual electrical
outlet which has a voltage rating that matches the rating plate.

A 115 Volt AC, 60 Hz, 15- or 20-amp fused, grounded electrical supply is
required.

This provides the best performance and also prevents overloading house
wiring circuits which could cause a fire hazard from overheated wires.

Installing the filter cartridge

2. While continuing to ensure cartridge is
fully seated in the holder, gently rotate
the filter inward until it can no longer
rotate. If rotation is difficult, check to
ensure filter is properly aligned and fully
seated within holder. Run water from the
dispenser (approx. 2 gallons or about
5 minutes) to clear any particles and
remove air from the system.

The new high efficiency compressor may run faster and longer than your old
refrigerator and you may hear a high-pitched hum or pulsating sound while it is
operating.

You may hear a whooshing sound when the doors close. This is due to pressure
equalizing within the refrigerator.

After dispensing ice, a motor will close the ice chute to keep warn room air from

entering the ice bucket, mainting ice at a freezing temperature.
The humm of the motor closing the ice chute is normal, shortly after dispensing ice.

You may hear the fans spinning at high speeds. This happens when the
refrigerator is first plugged in, when the doors are opened frequently or when a
large amount of food is added to the refrigerator or freezer compartments. The
fans are helping to maintain the correct temperatures.

The fans change speeds in order to provide optimal cooling and energy savings.

CLICKS, POPS,
CRACKS and SNAPS

You may hear cracking or popping sounds when the refrigerator is first plugged
in. This happens as the refrigerator cools to the correct temperature.

Expansion and contraction of cooling coils during and after defrost can cause a
cracking or popping sound.

On models with an icemaker, after an icemaking cycle, you may hear the ice
cubes dropping into the ice bucket.

On models with a dispenser, during water dispense, you may hear the water
lines move at initial dispense and after dispenser button is released.

WATER SOUNDS

The flow of refrigerant through the cooling coils may make a gurgling noise like
boiling water.

Water dropping on the defrost heater can cause a sizzling, popping or buzzing
sound during the defrost cycle.

A water dripping noise may occur during the defrost cycle as ice melts from the
evaporator and flows into the drain pan.

Closing the door may cause a gurgling sound due to pressure equalization.
