The installation location should not be
exposed to direct sunlight and not placed near a heat source, e.g. a cooker, radiator, etc.

If installation next to a heat source is unavoidable, use a suitable insulating plate or observe the following
minimum distance from the heat source:

This makes for
easy access to shelves for loading or cleaning. However, if the appliance is installed under counter, it is
recommended to install the Door Stopper Pins in the hinge to avoid hitting the wall, cabinets or another
appliance installed next to the Wine Reserve.

To install the Door Stopper Pin follow the next instructions:

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Installing the anti-tip-brackets

The appliance includes two anti-tip-brackets. If your cabinetry is not designed for the specific dimensions
of your appliance, or if you plan to use the appliance as a free-standing unit, you should use these
brackets to avoid your appliance tilting due to unbalanced overweight situations where the door is open
and several Wine Racks are pulled out.
