Follow the
heating equipment manufacturer’s guideline and safety standards such as those
published by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), and the American
Society for Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE), and
the local code authorities.

When cutting or drilling into wall or ceiling, do not damage electrical wiring and
other hidden utilities.

Decide where the ductwork will run between the hood and the outside.

A straight, short duct run will allow the hood to perform most efficiently.
Long duct runs, elbows, and transitions will reduce the performance of the
hood. Use as few of them as possible.

Install a roof or wall cap. Connect 6" round metal ductwork to cap and work
back towards hood location. Use duct tape to seal the joints between ductwork
sections.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

INSTALLATION - VENTED TO THE OUTSIDE

1. FIXING THE HOOD TO THE LOWER
PART OF THE WALL CABINET:

This type of appliance must be fitted inside
acabinet orinside another type of support
structure.The overall measurements of the
range hood are given in figure 1-2. Before
proceeding with range hood installation,
remove grille D by pressing the two side
buttons A, as shown in figure 3.

Fix the appliance in place using 8 screws
(not supplied) which are suited to the
type of cabinet. To install the range hood
correctly, first fit the 4 screws A and then
the 4 screws B, in accordance with the
diagram in figure 4. After fixing the range
hood to the lower part of the cabinet,
place grille D (Fig.4) back in the correct
position. During this procedure, make
sure that grille D is fastened properly.
The appliance expels the fumes through
an outside wall ora duct. Itis necessary to
buy a telescopic pipe in accordance with
the standards in use (inflammable) and
connect it to flange H (Fig.5).

IMPORTANT - The range hood must
be secured to wall studs or usedrywall
anchors capable of supporting 75 Ibs.

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POWER SUPPLY:

IMPORTANT - (Please read carefully)

Remove house fuse or open circuit breaker before beginning installation. Do not use an
extension cord or adapter plug with this appliance. Follow National electrical codes or
prevailing local codes and ordinances.

These vent hoods must be supplied with 120V, 60Hz, and connected to an individual,

properly grounded branch circuit, and protected by a 15 or 20 amp circuit breaker or

time delay fuse.

«  Wiring must be 2 wire with ground.

« If the electrical supply does not meet the above requirements, call a licensed
electrician before proceeding.

«  Route house wiring as close to the installation location as possible, in the ceiling or
back wall. Refer to Wiring Locations on page 12.

«  Connect the hood wiring to the house wiring in accordance with local codes.

Grounding instructions:
The grounding conductor must be connected to a grounded metal, permanent wiring
system, or an equipment-grounding terminal or lead on the hood.

A WARNING: The improper connection of the equipment-grounding conductor
can result in a risk of electric shock. Check with a qualified electrician or service repre-
sentative if you are in doubt whether the appliance is properly grounded.
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2. CONNECT ELECTRICAL:

» Power Supply Connection:

For connection to the power supply refer

to the follows Fig.6:

BLACK = Lline

- A double-pole switch properly rated

must be installed to provide the range

hood power supply disconnection.

- Connect the electrical conduit to the

Field Wiring Compartment using listed

conduit fittings.

- Carry out the power supply connection

in accordance with the national electric

code, ANSI/NFPA 70-1999.

5. Insert the wires into the box, then close
the box cover, securing it using the
screws that were previously
removed.

The appliance should be installed at a
minimum height of 27" up to a maximum
height of 32" for optimal performance.
If a connection ductwork composed of
two parts is used, the upper part must
be placed outside the lower part. Do not
connect the range hood exhaust duct air.
to the same duct air used to exhaust hot
air or fumes from other appliances other
than electrical.

» In the FILTERING version it is neces-

sary to apply a metal air exhaust tube M

(Fig.7), with a minimum length of 15"

connected to the flange of the collector.

It must be positioned vertically and fas-

tened to a specific opening made on the

top part of the cabinet.

DUCTLESS RECIRCULATING OPTION:

CARBON FILTER KIT XORFKO04: The kit includes an air diverter A, 2 screws and 2 expan-
sions plugs B and 2 round filters C. To convert this model from the sunction to the filter-
ing version, it is not necessary to use the air deviator A and the screws B.

Fig.1: Remove the aluminum panels by pulling the lever 1 out and pushing down-
wards 2.
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Fig.2: The filters C must be applied to the suction unit inside the hood, centering them inside
of it and turning them 90° until they snap into place.

» We recommend that the range hood is
switched on before any food is cooked.
We also recommend that the appliance
is left running for 15 minutes after the
food is cooked, in order to thoroughly
eliminate all contaminated air.

The effective performance of the range
hood depends on constant maintenance;
theanti-greasefilterandtheactivecarbon
filter both require special attention.

» The anti-grease filter is used to trap
any grease particles suspended in the
air, therefore is subject to saturation
(the time it takes for the filter to become
saturated depends on the way in which
the appliance is used). The grease filters
should be cleaned frequently. Use a
warm detergent solution. Grease filters
are a dishwasher safe.

- To prevent potential fire hazards, the
anti-grease filters should be washed a
minimum of every 2 months (itis possible
to use the dishwasher for this task).

- After a few washes, the colour of the
filters may change. This does not mean
they have to be replaced.

If the replacement and washing
instructions are not followed, the anti-
grease filters may present a fire hazard.

» The active carbon filters are used to
purify the air which is released back into the room. The filters are not washable or re-
usable and must be replaced at least once every four months. The active carbon filter
saturation level depends on the frequency with which the appliance is used, the type of
cooking performed and the regularity with which the anti-grease filters are cleaned.

« Clean the range hood frequently, both inside and outside, using a cloth which has
been dampened with denatured alcohol or neutral, non-abrasive liquid detergents.

« The light on the range hood is designed for use during cooking and not for general
room illumination. Extended use of the light reduces the average duration of the bulb.
» Hood Cleaning:

Stainless steel is one of the easiest materilas to keep clean. Occasional care will help
preserve its fine appearance.

Cleaning tips:

- Hot water with soap or detergent is all that is usually needed.

- Follow all cleaningby rising with clear water. Wipe dry with a clean, soft cloth to avoid
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water marks.

- For discolorations or deposit that persist, use a non-scratching household cleanser or
stainless steel polishing powder with a little water and a soft cloth.

- For stubborn cases, use a plastic scouring pad or soft bristle brush together with cleaser
and water. Rub lightly in direction of polishing lines or“grain” of the stainless finish. Avoid
using too much pressure wich may mar the surface.

- DO NOT allow deposit to remain for long periods of time.

- DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the
surface causing rust.

- DONOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain
in contact with stainless steel for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain
chemicals with may be harmful. Rinse with water after exposure and wipe dry with a clean
cloth.

Painted surfaces should be cleaned with warm water and mild detergent only.

« Replacing the aluminum panels:

To replace the aluminium panels, simply pull handle A as shown in Fig.8.

» The halogen lamps circuit is controlled
by a fuse 5x20 mm, 125V 5A. In case of
necessity it can be replaced only by spe-
cialized personnel.

« Replacing halogen light bulbs:
To replace the halogen lamps B, from the
inside of the cookerhood press downwards
with two fingers as shown in Fig.9.
